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» 35 “Be dressed ready for service [repilodvvopu | perizonnymi] and keep
your lamps burning, 36 like servants waiting for their master to return from a
wedding banquet, so that when he comes and knocks they can immediately
open the door for him.

» 35 Let your loins be girded about [repilovvou | perizonnymi], and your
lights burning; (Lk 12:35, KJV)

» And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet,
and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD’s
passover. (Ex 12:11, NIV)
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» 3 We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we pray
for you, 4 because we have heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the

» How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of those who bring good news [LXX:
svayyelilo | euangelizo], who proclaim peace, who bring good tidings, who
proclaim salvation, who say to Zion, “Your God reigns!” (Is 52:7, NIV)

* Look, there on the mountains, the feet of one who brings good news, who

proclaims peace! Celebrate your festivals, Judah, and fulfill your vows. No more

will the wicked invade you; they will be completely destroyed. (Nah 1:5, NIV)
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* 13 for, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved” [Joel 2:32]. 14 How,
then, can they call on the one they have not believed in?
