ACTS l6:16-34 BIBLE STUDY
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CONTEXT

6 Paul and his companions traveled throughout the region of
Phrygia and Galatia, having been kept by the Holy Spirit from
preaching the word in the province of Asia. 7 When they came
to the border of Mysia, they tried to enter Bithynia, but the
Spirit of Jesus would not allow them to. 8 So they passed by

Mysia and went down to Troas. (Ac 16:6-8, NIV)
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CONTEXT

* 9 And at night, a vision appeared to Paul: a man of Macedonia was standing and calling him
and saying, "Come over to Macedonia and help us". 10 Now when he had seen the vision,
Immediately we sought to go out into Macedonia, concluding that God had summoned us to
proclaim the Gospel to them. 11 And setting sail from Troas, we traveled directly into
Samothrace, [and] the following day into Neapolis [New City], 12 and from there into
Philippi (which is a leading city of the district of Macedonia), a [Roman] colony. And we
stayed In this city some days. 13 And on the Sabbath, we went outside of the city gate by the

river where we assumed there to be a place of prayer. And having sat down, we were

speaking to the women who had gathered together. (Ac 16:9-13, AT)
